Getting to Universidade Lusófona  
The university is located at Campo Grande, 376, Lisbon. The easiest way to get there from Lisbon 
Airport is by metro, bus, or taxi. 
 

By Metro: 

• Take the Red Line from the airport to Alameda. 

• Change to the Green Line towards Telheiras and exit at Campo Grande. 

• The university is within a short walking distance from the station. 

• Ticket price: €2.50 (single trip) / €6.80 (24h ticket, valid for metro, bus, and tram). 

 

 



  
 

 

By Bus: 

• Take bus 783 (direction Amoreiras) from the airport and get off at Júlio de Matos. 

• Transfer to bus 717 or 767, which stop directly in front of the university. 

• Ticket price: €1.85 per journey (tickets can be purchased inside the bus). 

 



  
 

 

By Taxi or Ride-Sharing: 

• Taxis from the airport to the city center cost approximately €20. 

• Uber/Bolt are also available and may be slightly cheaper.
